WHAT IS MARY MAGDALENE? 

With the meaning of Mary Magdalene now understood, it is 

the fringe of the prayer shawl worn during the healing 

ceremony hanging down to the feet being called the ‘hair of 

the covenant braid.’   

 The meaning of this word ‘Magdala’ is a ‘certain 

location of the Temple that was used as a school house and synagogue, 

a surname of a scholar, the builders of the physicians (priestly 

education), Levitical cleanness and physicians.
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   The importance 

of the word phrase Maryam Magdaleta as it is spelled within 

the Peshitta Text, is ‘My Master, your Highness,’ ‘My Master 

Levitical Physician of the Medical College’. The imagery of the 

priests as the physicians, this would be like saying ‘Chief of 

Staff, Attending Physician.’  

The words are not for a woman but for a designation of 

‘scholars’ that were ‘judges’ of those from the segment of the 

Sanctuary, an expression of title similar to ‘Your Highness’ 

and the all important tzitzit fringe of the hem of the 

garments. The individuals that belonged to this group of 

royal judges were addressed similarly as we would today say 

to a judge, ‘Your Honor.’ The royal garments with the tzitzit 

fringe are worn today attached to prayer shawl wings world 

wide.  These prayer shawl garments have a tzitzit fringe at 

each of the four corners and when worn, can have the long 

braid touch down to the feet during the anointing 

ceremony.  The importance of viewing this ceremony of 

healing done properly is so that the reader will understand 

the meaning of the story of the woman weeping with her 

hair anointing the feet of the individual in front of her.  This 

scene was shown to this author in open eyed vision with the 

real interpretation shown without a woman and only the 

prayer shawl fringe down at the feet.  The scene changed 

from ‘risqué’ to an appropriate healing ceremony.   

It has been believed that the command of the blue thread 

and white fringes on the four corners of the garments 

instructions
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 given by Almighty GOD to the prophet Moses 

during the Exodus is no longer valid and beneficial today.  

The quote from Our High Calling
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 makes the remark within a 

topic of dress reform that “the people of GOD are not now 

required to have a special mark placed upon their garments 

today.”
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  The present day practice is to use a shellfish dye.
