26:6 

Now when Jesus was in Bethany, in 

the house of Simon the leper, 

  

And as He, Yahshuah in the House of 

the Poor, in the House of the High 

Priest of Simon 

And as [the vessel] He Yahshuah in the House of the Poor.  

In the House of the High Priest of Simon, 

26:7  

 

There came unto him a woman 

having an alabaster box of very 

precious ointment, and poured it on 

his head, as he sat at meat.  

  

A vessel interceding for it, at the 

compartment who is ascending, rising 

of the measurer of sweetness spreading 

of water and pouring above having 

power of Yahshuah as an ordained 

Vessel. 

A vessel interceding for it [Israel], at the compartment [of 

the Holy of Holies which refers to the High Priest ritual 

immersion] who is ascending [to a higher dignity] rising 

[from the purification pool] of the [cord] measurer of 

[anointed] sweetness, spreading of water and pouring 

[from heaven] above having power of Yahshuah as [the 

hands being lay on] the vessel.

But when his disciples saw it, they 

had indignation, saying, To what 

purpose is this waste?

For this ointment might have been 

sold for much, and given to the 

poor.

26:10   

 

When Jesus understood it, he said 

unto them, Why trouble ye the 

woman? for she hath wrought a 

good work upon me.

26:11   

 

For ye have the poor always with 

you; but me ye have not always.

26:12   

 

For in that she hath poured this 

ointment on my body, she did it for 

my burial. 

  

That this wave-offering of sweetness is 

a pleasure. My rain from heaven as of 

which I overflow your labor. 

That this wave-offering of [anointed] sweetness is a 

pleasure.  My rain [torah instructions] from Heaven as of 

which I overflow [many times with blessings] your 

[righteous] labor.

Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever 

this gospel shall be preached in the 

whole world, there shall also this, 

that this woman hath done, be told 

for a memorial of her.  

  

And verily I say unto you of he who 

announce my understanding that in the 

vessel the eternal hems also from the 

blood that was made for a memorial. 

And verily I say unto you of he who announces my 

understanding [of the message of hope] that is in the vessel, 

the eternal [corners of the] fringes, [and] also from the 

blood that [they] were made for a memorial [record].

Mishnah NT 

7:38 

“And stood at his feet behind 

him weeping, and began to 

wash his feet with tears, and 

did wipe them with the hairs 

of her head, and kissed his 

feet, and anointed them with 

the ointment.   

  

And stood in covering himself 

his pilgrim festival and 

breaking through it, soaking 

in the mix-bread offering 

until stained Pilgrim Festival 

and in the visitation gave the 

interpretation, washing the 

hands themselves and equip 

it the pilgrim festival and the 

cord measurer sweetness. 

 

And He stood [at the recitation of the Sh’ma] in 

covering himself [with a prayer-shawl at the] 

Pilgrims’ Festival and breaking through it, 

soaking in the mixed-bread offering [of grain, 

new fresh wine of grape juice and oil] [by] 

immersing it until staining [the mix-bread with 

new fresh wine of grape juice]. [During the] Pilgrims’ 

Festival visitation [He inquires the health of those 

who arrive at the Eastern Gate] gave the 

interpretation [of the Torah which contains the 

instructions of health given to Moses] [by examining, 

questioning, and teaching] washing their hands  

and equipping it [Israel, with the right arm of health 

labor] the Pilgrims’ Festival and the cord 

measurer [of the anointed stone-vessel of 

Purification] sweetness.
